Definition:  A synonym is a word or expression that has the same or almost the same meaning as another word or expression. 

In English, a language known for its enormous vocabulary, most words have synonyms. 

For example;

The word enormous has many synonyms: Huge, massive, giant, immense, and the list goes on. 

Some more examples; 
Here is a list of adjectives and their synonyms that are commonly used to describe people.
· Beautiful: Attractive, Pretty, Lovely, Stunning

Author, Artist and Illustrator of ‘The Lost Thing’ Shaun Tan 
Shaun Tan grew up in the northern suburbs of Perth, Western Australia. In school he became known as the 'good drawer' which partly compensated for him always being the shortest kid in every class. He graduated from the University of Western Australia in 1995 with a degree in Fine Arts and English Literature, and currently works full time as a freelance artist and author in Melbourne.
Shaun began drawing and painting images for science fiction and horror stories in magazines as a teenager, and has since become best known for illustrated books that deal with a range of subjects through dream-like imagery. Books such as The Rabbits, The Red Tree, Tales from Outer Suburbia and the acclaimed wordless novel The Arrival have been widely translated and enjoyed by readers of all ages. Shaun has also worked as a theatre designer, and worked as a concept artist for the films ‘Horton Hears a Who’ and Pixar's ‘WALL-E’, and directed the Academy Award winning short film The Lost Thing with Passion Pictures Australia. In 2011 he received the prestigious Astrid Lindgren Memorial Award, honouring his contribution to international children's literature.

Exclamation Mark!




	
	[image: exclamation marks]


	An exclamation mark usually shows strong feeling, such as surprise, anger or joy. Using an exclamation mark when writing is rather like shouting or raising your voice when speaking. Exclamation marks are most commonly used in writing quoted speech. You should avoid using exclamation marks in formal writing, unless absolutely necessary.
1. Use an exclamation mark to indicate strong feelings or a raised voice in speech:
· She shouted at him, "Go away! I hate you!"
· He exclaimed, "What a fantastic house you have!"
· "Good heavens!" he said, "Is that true?"
· "Help!"
· "Shut up!"
· "Stop!"
2. Many interjections need an exclamation mark:
· "Hi! What's new?"
· "Oh! When are you going?"
· "Ouch! That hurt."
3. A non-question sentence beginning with "what" or "how" is often an exclamation and requires an exclamation mark:
· What idiots we are! (We are such idiots.)
· How pretty she looked in that dress! (She looked very pretty in that dress.)
4. In very informal writing (personal letter or email), people sometimes use two or more exclamation marks together:
· I met John yesterday. He is so handsome!!!
· Remember, don't be late!!
· I'll never understand this language!!!!
Remember; try to avoid exclamation marks in formal writing such as an essay or a letter.

Purpose: the purpose of any well designed DVD cover is to inform a viewer about the film and grab their attention and interest. A good cover should sell the film to the viewer and make them want to buy or rent the movie :-).

Cover check list; 
A- The title of the film
B- The main actors in the film
C- The rating
D- An enticing picture of the main characters in the film

Back cover check list:

A- comment from a review to entice people to see the film. 
B- A short summary of the film to give the viewer an idea of the plot. 
C- Special features and other techical details.  



Writing the summary or blurb on the back cover 

You need to write a short, informative blurb for the movie. Similar to the blurb on the back of a book, the blurb on a DVD cover should have a brief summary of events to entice people to watch the movie. Unlike a book, it is also important to include the names of any important actors who will be in the film. You may also make a brief comment about any technical features of the movie such as the animation, music that may be of interest to viewers.

	Editing

When you have finished creating a draft of your cover you need to edit it before you complete the final copy. Here’s what you need to do:

1. Read your writing preferably out loud and to another person. Make sure you pause at commas and full stops.
Ask:
Does it make sense? Are sentences too long or too short?
Does it sound confusing? Is it too repetitive? Do I need to add or delete information? 

2. Now read again quietly and with a bright coloured pen highlight and correct spelling errors, punctuation and grammatical errors. Correct if you know the answer and ask someone at home for help if necessary.
3. Finally ask another person to look at your design. Is it eye catching and attractive? Does it have all the features of a DVD cover?

What is an Antonym?

Definition:  An antonym is a word opposite in meaning to another word but similar to it in most other respects. 

For example;

The antonym (or opposite WORD) of tall is short. 

Antonyms tend to be adjectives, adverbs and verbs. For example “high” (an adjective), “slowly” (an adverb) and “to fast” (a verb) all have antonyms.

The term antonym comes from the Greek words anti ("opposite") and onoma ("name")

Example: 

Cold is the antonym of hot
